Rowan Stringer loved rugby. A competitive and keen
athlete, she was captain of her high school's team.
Tragically, in May 2013, 17-year old Rowan died as
the result of head injuries she sustained while
playing rugby. Second-impact syndrome (SIS)
occurs when the brain swells rapidly, and
catastrophically, after a person suffers a second
concussion before symptoms from an earlier one
have subsided. This second blow may occur
minutes, days or weeks after an initial concussion,
